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Determining the Size & Design of the Scroll  

 

Size of the Scroll  

There are three standard sizes of scrolls that CJC creates based upon the 

size  of the paper used.  This should be in relation to what you need 
individually.  Insert the corresponding price in the green box with the scroll 

paper size desire d. 

1.   The first is the Hanshi  ( ) Scroll. This scroll is made with a 

 traditional piece of call igraphy paper called Hanshi , which is roughly 13 
 inches  long x 9.5 inches wide. This paper is numbered 101 on the 

 quotation calculator. This paper looks best providing 1 -2 large 
 characters. A saying can also be put on this scroll, but the writing 

 would  be small. See the Kana writing below.  Total scroll size becomes 
 about 2.5 Feet long by 1 Foot wide.  

2.  The second is the Yatsugiri Scroll. The Yatsugiri  paper is roughly 27 

 inches long x 7 inches wide. This paper is numbered 102  on the 
 quotation calculator.  This can hold 4 large characters in one vertical 

 line, or several smaller characters in two vertical lines. The Yatsugiri 
 scrolls can be made longer about 4 Feet in length by 1 Foot in width.  

3.  The third  is the Joufuku  Scroll. This scroll is  made with a large piece of 

 paper called the Joufuku  size. The size of this paper is roughly 54 
 inches l ong  x 13 inches wide. This paper is numbered 103 on the 

 quotation calculator.  The total Scroll length measures a little over 7 
 Feet long by about 1. 5 Feet wide.  This fits 7 -8 Large Characters in one 

 vertical line.

Hanshi paper is limited to 1 or 2 large characters. This is shown through the 
picture of th e Kaede scroll referenced on page four of the instruction booklet.  

A Yatsugiri scroll can comfortably fit 4 large characters in a single vertical 

line or seven to eight small characters on dual vertical lines.  

The Joufuku  scroll can fit 7 -8 Large characte rs in a single line or smaller 
characters in dual lines. The scroll titled ñStar of the Eastò referenced on 

page four has 13 characters.

Select the Writing Style  

There are many writing styles that are taught and used in Shodou . Custom 

Japanese Calligraphy provides primarily three different writing styles. If a 
different writing style is requested, please ask to confirm if we can provide it 

to you.  

The most basic form and the first style that any individuals studying 
Shodou  are introduced to is Kaisho  writing . This style  

takes the most  discipline and requires precision on each 
stroke. There is little  artistic liberty or variation in the 

writing of the characters.  The characters to the left on a 
Joufuku  scroll are in the Kaisho  writing form.   

The semi -cursive style, called Gyousho  

allows more artistic freedom in both the 
combination of some stroke orders and the way the 

character is written. The scroll to the immediate 
right is an example of the Gyousho  writing style.   

The Sousho  style is the mos t artistic and is a full cursive style 

with which the calligrapher can take the most artistic liberty. 

The drawback to this style is that without training it is 

almost impossible to read, even by Native Japanese.

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Scroll Design (Cloth)  

Custom Japanese Calligraphy provides high quality materials for the creation 

of the custom scrolls. A customer may also provide us with cloth material to 
use for the creation of a scroll , but the cloth needs to absorb water. Also be 

aware that synthetic fi bers such as nylon and polyester do not work well .  

There are three primary considerations when selecting the cloth for the scroll.  

1.  Surrounding décor and color of where the scroll will hang.  
2.  The theme of the writing or picture used.  
3.  The desired effect of the end result.  

Consider the green , Hanshi  scroll titled  ñKaedeò 

(Maple - ). The green reflects accurately the color 

of the leaves through spring and summer. This 
would not be appropriate for a scroll with the 

word Momiji  (Japanese Maple - ) .  

Or contemplate why the color 
blue was chosen for the Joufuku  

scroll titled ñStar of the Eastò. 
This scrollôs color is to evoke the 

feeling of gazing into the night 
sky to see a star.  

The color and patterns help one 

to personalize the scroll and 
make it uni quely one of a kind. 

Some of the cloth patter ns 
available are shown.  Feel free to 

choose or provide a cloth 
pattern that makes your scroll personalized.   

Write the cloth pattern or color number that matches your 

selection and put it in the Green Highlighte d boxes. Then 
select the desired length and width of the scroll.

special cloth called kinran . Custom Japanese Calligraphy typically does not 
allow one to choose which kinran  will be used to make the scroll, but you 

can indicate if you would like a lighter or a darker shade.

Jikusaki  (Dowel Cap Ends) and a quality gold  or beige  

Kakehimo  (String/Ribbon that hangs the scroll). For a

Jikusaki  and Kakehimo  to match more consistently with 
the product. There are beautiful wooden and 

ceramic Jikusaki  to make the scroll a truly 
customized piece of work. Tell us the number 

listed below to add to the scroll.  The Jikusaki 
and Kakehimo pictured  to the left are already 

included in the price of  a Hanshi size or larger  
kakejiku.
